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INFLUENCE OF DRUGS FOR VENTRICULAR RATE CONTROL ON QRS COMPLEX DURATION

IN PATIENTS WITH PERMANENT ATRIAL FIBRILLATION

The influence of the drugs for ventricular rate control on the QRS complex duration are studied

in 89 patients with permanent atrial fibrillation. Patients were examined in different period from beginning of the therapy. Depending on the prescribed treatment the whole group of patients was divided into 4 groups of treatment (beta_blockers, amiodaronum, calcium channel blockers and combination of beta_blockers and amiodaronum) and 2 subgroups depending on the presence and absence of intraventricular blocks. Among all groups of drugs the most prominent effect on the QRS complex duration caused amiodaronum.
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
