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ORTHOSTATIC REACTIONS OF BLOOD PRESSURE AND CLINICAL SIGNS OF BLOOD CIRCULATION IN PATIENTS WITH PERMANENT FORM OF ATRIAL FIBRILLATION AT THE STAGES OF THERAPY WITH BETA-ADRENOBLOCKERS

The changes of the prevalence of different types of orthostatic reactions (OR) of blood pressure (BP) and clinical signs of the blood circulation system in patients aged (67,9±10) years old with permanent form of atrial fibrillation at the stages of the therapy with beta_adrenoblockers has been studied. The increase of prevalence of more favorable hypertensive OR with the decrease of hypotensive and isotensive OR of BP has been demonstrated. The conclusion that in the control of ventricular heart rate beta_adrenoblockers can be used in patients with atrial fibrillation and all types of OR of BP.
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
