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SUMMARY

Studies have been carried out to investigate correlations between diastolic blood pressure

(DBP) orthostatic reactions (OR) of different types and the blood circulation functional parameters in the patients with permanent form of atrial fibrillation. We registered all types of DBP OR in study population. Hypotensive and isotensive DBP OR were characterized with the high rates of the echocardiographical parameters (ejection fraction, finite/systolic size, finite/diastolic size and diastolic left ventricular posterior wall thickness), the high power of all frequencies in heart rate variability (HRV), and the high frequency of resting ventricle contractions during orthostatic test. Hypertensive DBP OR displayed the lowest values of blood circulation parameters.
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
