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Hyper- and isotensive types of arterial blood pressure (BP) orthostatic reactions (OR) in arterial hyper​tension treatment with ACK inhibitor enalapril maleat were studied according to the follow up results of 82 patients. During the 4 years follow up period grade and severity of negative cardiovascular events (stroke, myocardial infarction, death cases) were evaluated in 42 patients. It is found that the BP decrease developed gradually, basically due to SBP decrease. Decrease of SBP and DBP in clinostasis sand orthostasis was more evident in AH patients with isotensive type of OR. Overall quantity of negative events prevailed in isotensive type of SBP OR if compared to hypertensive. As a conclusion, AH patients therapy with enalapril maleat requires BP OR control, in order to diagnose and to prevent further development of negative events in time.
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
