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In patients with permanent atrial fibrillation was retrospectively evaluated the prognostic val​ue of clinical indexes for the effectiveness of con​trol of ventricular rate (VR) in patients with dif​ferent classes of duration of the QTc. Among the studied clinical indexes and heart rate variability indexes statistically significant criteria for the ef​fectiveness of VR control in patients with normal QTc were systolic blood pressure, VR, left atrial size, the total spectral power of heart rate varia​bility, the LF/HPratio; in patients with prolonged QTc — age and diastolic blood pressure, duration of the interval QTc, left ventricular ejection frac​tion, the LP/HF ratio.
