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The QRS Complex Duration in Patients with Atrial Fibrillation

ABSTRACT

Relationship between the QRS complex duration (QRSD) and clinical manifestation of atrial fibrillation (AF) was studied in 126 patients mean age (65±10) years. 54% of patients had prolonged QRS complexes, shortened QRS complexes were absent. The frequency of intraventricular blocks in patients with normal QRS complex was 14% and with prolonged QRS complex 41%. Patients with prolonged QRS complex and intraventricular blocks had more severe clinical manifestation of AF in the comparison with those who were without such. QRS complex prolongation was more likely to be associated with senile age, male gender and presence of paroxysmal and persistent AF. Prolonged QRS complex was positively related to left atrial anteroposterior diameter, left ventricular (LV) end/diastolic diameter, LV posterior wall thickness, heart failure and arterial hypertension severity, and negatively associated with LV ejection fraction and heart rate.
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
