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FEATURES OF ORTHOSTATIC REACTIONS OF SYSTOLIC BLOOD PRESSURE COMORBID HYPERTENSION WITH OSTEOARTHRITIS AT STAGES OF THERAPY
The features of orthostatic reaction (OR) systolic blood pressure (SBP) comorbid hypertension (H) with osteoarthritis (OA) at the stages of therapy. It was shown, that H comorbid with OA was observed in half of patients, while in group H + OA observed higher level and stage of H than in the SH (single H) group regardless of the type OR SBP. Prior to therapy in both groups, dominated hypertensive type OR SBP, hypotensive type in H + OA met in 1,5 times more frequently than in SH. Comorbidity of H with OA enhanced the migration of type OR SBP in hypertensive and hypotensive types. When H + OA and SH at the end of the observation period occurred the same reduction of adverse qualified OR SBP. Used drugs and therapies have the same positive effect on the course of hypertension in the H + OA and SH, regardless of the initially more severe condition of patients with H + OA.
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
